Task: During the conference we will present and discuss research data from the project “Self-fashioning practices of successful technological entrepreneurs and their influence on the efficiency of high tech companies: the cases of Russia, Finland, South Korea and Taiwan”, conducted since September 2011 by a research group affiliated with the STS Center at EUSP, funded by the RUSNANO corporation.  
The main part of this conference will be similar to a workshop, during which the participants will discuss the preliminary results of this cross-cultural study. Research reports for each of the seven study cases (four regions in Russia, one region in Taiwan, Korea and Finland) are to be prepared by September 30. By October 15 main parts of these reports should be translated into English. Translated reports will be then sent to conference participants for critique and suggestions. Given that reports will be pre-circulated, authors of separate study cases will make only short introductory remarks (10 minutes maximum), most of the case consideration time being dedicated to a panel discussion. Each case will be given one hour of discussion.
In addition to this, the conference will includes several public lectures by invited speakers (a keynote address by Michael Lynch, and talks by Liliana Doganova and Martin Giraudeau), and two round tables (with 3 speakers each) evaluating the question of what main contrasts are emerging in this research.
